Eg. "Don't forget to post the letter, will you?" - "I've already posted it.”
 - Thì Hiện tại hoàn thành dùng với yet (ở cuối câu) để diễn tả một kinh nghiệm, hành động chưa xảy ra.
Eg. Have you finished your homework yet, Ba?

We have bought the LCD already. (indefinite past action) 
       b. I saw the film Jurassic Park last night. (finished action)
Have you seen the film Jurassic Park yet? (unfinished experience) 
        c. He went out just now. (complete action a short moment ago)
He has just gone out. (recent past action)      
       d. They lived in Hue ten years ago. (They no longer live in Hue now) 
They have lived in Hue for ten years. (They began living in Hue ten years ago and they are still living there.)
