· We form the third person singular ( he/ she/ it ) by adding -s to the end of most verbs.
I sing  -  He sings  ,   I walk  -   He walks
· We add -es to verbs that end in -ss, -sh, -ch, -x, -o
I pass  -  He passes    ,    I push  -  He pushes    ,    I switch  -  He switches
I fix  -  He fixes    ,    I go. -  He goes
· Verbs ending in a consonant + y drop the -y and take -ies
I cry  -  He cries   ,     I try  -  He tries
· Verbs ending in a vowel +y take -s
I stay  -  He stays   ,   I buy  -   He buys

always ( 100% ) , usually ( 75% ) , often ( 50% ) , sometimes ( 25% ) , never ( 0% )
· Adverbs of frequency go before the main verb but after the verb tobe, auxiliary verb and modal verbs.
He usually goes to the movies on the weekend.
She is often late for school.
