Ex: -We have learned English since 2009.
       -We have learned English for 3 years.
The present perfect tense
(+)   S  +  have / has +  V3/Ved  (past participle)
(-)    S  +  have / has + not + V3/Ved (past participle)
(?)    Have / has   + S    + V3/Ved (past participle)
         Wh + have / has   + S    + V3/Ved (past participle)
Use:
Diễn tả hành động bắt đầu trong quá khứ và kéo dài đến hiện tại.
- already: rồi; just: vừa mới; ever: bao giờ; 
 -never: không bao giờ; before: trước kia; not… yet: chưa
- have not = haven’t; has not = hasn’t

- I have = I’ve; He has = He’s
