INFINITIVES OF PURPOSE
Eg: | went on holiday (this is what I did) to relax (this is why | did it).
She studies hard to get good marks.
(We can also use 'in order to + V' and 'so as to + V". 'In order to' is a bit more formal but the
meaning is the same as 'so as to' and 'to + V)
Eg: I went on holiday to / in order to/ so as to relax.
(We can only use the infinitive of purpose if the subject of the main verb and the infinitive of
purpose are the same. If they are different, we use 'so that + clause' or 'in order that + clause’).
Eg: | went to the library to study. (I went to the library and I studied — the subjects are both

BUT
Eg: | went to the library so that John could study better. (I went to the library, but John
studied well when he was with me. The two subjects are different — | and John — so we can't use an
infinitive of purpose.)
