· We can use whether when reporting yes/ no questions, instead of if in formal situatons.
Ex: Do you have any brothers or sisters?
	 I asked her if she had any brothes or sisters.

        Direct:           S + V + (O): “Wh- + Aux. V + S + V1 + O ?”
        Indirect:        S + asked + O + Wh- + S + V(past) + O.
Ex: “What food do you like best?”
     	→  I asked him what food he liked best. 
	“Where are you, Laura?”
	→ I asked Laura where she was.
