LANGUAGE FOCUS:

RELATIVE CLAUSES (MỆNH ĐỀ QUAN HỆ)

· Mệnh đề quan hệ là mệnh đề phụ, dược nối với mệnh đề chính bởi các đại từ quan hệ như: Who, Which, Whom, Whose, That).
· Mệnh đề quan hệ đứng ngay sau danh từ, đại từ trong mệnh đề chính để bổ sung ý nghĩa cho danh từ đại từ ấy, và phân biệt danh từ đại từ ấy với các danh từ đại từ khác. Chức năng của nó giống như một tính từ do vậy nó còn được gọi là mệnh đề tính ngữ.
a. Đại từ quan hệ WHO: Làm chủ từ trong mệnh đề quan hệ, thay thế cho danh từ chỉ người.

1. The boy is my friend. He is sitting next to his mom.

· The boy who is sitting next to his mom is my friend. Relative clause
2. Do you know the girls? They are standing outside the church.

· Do you know the girls who are standing outside the church? Relative clause
b. Đại từ quan hệ WHICH: dùng làm chủ ngữ hoặc tân ngữ thay cho danh từ chỉ vật, việc.

e.g.
(1) I don’t like stories. They have unhappy endings.

· I don’t like stories which have unhappy endings. (Which: S) Relative clause
(2) Can you move the chair? You are sitting on the chair.

· Can you move the chair which you are sitting on? (Which: O) Relative clause
ADVERB CLAUSES OF CONCESSION

(Mệnh đề trạng ngữ tương phản)

Mệnh đề này thường được bătt đầu bằng các từ: though, although, even though (dù, mặc dù, cho dù), in spite of, despite (dù, mặc dù, cho dù).

Though/ although/ even though +( S + V +O)
In spite of/ despite + (noun phrase/ V-ing…) (cụm danh từ)
Eg:
1/ Although/ Though the cafe was crowded, we found a table.

2/ Even though I was really tired, I couldn't sleep.

3/ In spite of/ despite the heavy rain, we enjoyed our vacation.

(Although the rain was heavy, we enjoyed our vacation.

Although it rained heavily, we enjoyed our vacation.)
