● Lời nói gián tiếp – câu tường thuật (indirect speech): Là thuật lại lời nói của một người khác dưới dạng gián tiếp, không dùng dấu ngoặc kép.
Ex: ->Hoa said she wanted to go home. (indirect )

Climate change also affects the habitat of sarus cranes living in the Mekong Delta, Vietnam.  The cranes’ habitat is becoming smaller as land is being covered by rising water. They have less space to live and lay eggs. In 1998 there were over 1,000 sarus cranes in Tram Chim National Park but in 2012, only 67 were left.
