	noun
	/ˈlaɪtɪŋ ˈfɪkstʃə /
	a lighting fixture is part of a light that is attached to the wall or ceiling.
	The lighting fixture is hung in the center of the living room.

	noun
	 /ˈfəʊldər /
	· a cover made of stiff card or plastic for holding loose papers, etc.
· a place on a computer where files or programs can be stored
	There were two new buff folders on my desk.
