PERIOD 1: GETTING STARTED
I. VOCABULARY
1. FAX MACHINE /fæks məˈʃiːn/ (n): 
Definition: a machine for sending and receiving documents electronically along a phone line
E.g.: 	Do you have a fax machine at home?
2. ADDRESS BOOK: UK  /əˈdres ˌbʊk/ - US  /ˈæd.res ˌbʊk/
Definition:	a book in which you write people's addresses
a computer document that keeps a list of names and email addresses
E.g.: I found my uncle’s address in the address book.
3. TELEPHONE DIRECTORY: UK  /ˈtel.ɪ.fəʊn dɪˌrek.tər.i/ US  /ˈtel.ə.foʊn dɪˌrek.tɚ.i/ (informal phone book); (also telephone book )
Definition:	a large book containing all the phone numbers for a particular area, organization, etc.
E.g.:	Our business is listed in the local telephone directory .
4. PUBLIC TELEPHONE: UK  /ˈtel.ɪ.fəʊn ˈpʌb.lɪk/ US  /ˈtel.ə.foʊn ˈpʌb.lɪk/ 
Definition:	a partly enclosed area where there is a public phone, in a public building or on the street.
E.g.:	He enters the public telephone to make a call and the door slowly closes behind him.
5. MOBILE PHONE: UK  /ˌməʊ.baɪl ˈfəʊn/ - US  /ˌmoʊ.bəl ˈfoʊn/ 
Definition:	a phone that is connected to the phone system by radio instead of by a wire, and can be used anywhere its signals can be received
E.g.:	Everyone was filming the event on their mobile phones.
6. ANSWERING MACHINE: UK  /ˈɑːn.sər.ɪŋ məˌʃiːn/ - US  /ˈæn.sɚ.ɪŋ məˌʃiːn/ (UK usually answerphone)
Definition:	a device connected to a phone that answers calls automatically and records messages from the person calling
E.g.:	He left a message on my answering machine.
Whenever I phone I only get the answering machine - they must be away.
7. ARRANGE /əˈreɪndʒ/ (v): to plan, prepare for, or organize something
E.g.: 	I'm trying to arrange my work so that I can have a couple of days off next week.
They arranged to have dinner the following month.
Synonyms: organize, set up, plan
Antonyms: disorganize, disarrange
=> ARRANGEMENT  /əˈreɪndʒ.mənt/ (n)
